Background
This Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)
recognizes that the joint efforts of the Israel
Trauma Coalition and the Higher education
institution «Kyiv Institute of Business and
Technologies» Limited Liability Company
(hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”) will bring
mutual benefit and foster an institutional
connection for cooperation and assistance in the
field of education.
General

1. Parties of Agreement
This Memorandum is between the Israel Trauma
Coalition and the Higher education institution «Kyiv
Institute of Business and Technologies» Limited
Liability Company Both institutions will be
collectively referred to as the “Participating
Institutions” or the “Parties”.

2. Purpose of Agreement
Striving to expand cooperation in research and
education, the Parties, upon approval by their
respective authorities, agree to this Memorandum
on academic cooperation. The purpose is to
facilitate and strengthen academic collaboration
between the Parties.

3. Modes of Collaboration
Participating Institutions shall seek collaboration
via:

e Exchange of professional information and

cultural exchange;

e Academic study and research opportunities;

¢ Delegation visits and faculty exchanges;

e Education and professional development

programs;

e Other mutually agreed educational areas.
Prior to implementation, the Parties will discuss
relevant plans and challenges and enter into
separate agreements as needed.

2. Activities Under Agreements

3. Funding of Activities
Financial costs must be transparent. Both
institutions may provide funding or jointly pursue
external sources. Projects requiring funding must
be approved by both Parties.

4. Period of Agreement
This MoU is valid for five (5) years from the date of
signing. After the initial period, it will be reviewed
and potentially renewed for another five-year term
unless terminated in writing by one of the Parties
within the specified period.

Legal Provision

This MoU is not a legally binding contract and shall
not be construed as a partnership or principal-
agent relationship. It serves only to express the
Parties' intent. It becomes effective upon signing by
the authorized representatives.
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
